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I n a videotaped message smuggled from Burma, Aung San Suu Kyi, winner of
Nobel Peace Prize. said,
‘‘It is not the prerogative of men alone to bring light to this world. Women, with

their capacity for compassion and self-sacrifice, courage and perseverance, have
much to dissipate the darkness of intolerance and hate.’’

She said in conclusion of her fifteen minute speech, ‘‘To the best of my
knowledge, no war was ever started by women.’’

This speech was replayed as a keynote address on the first day of work at the
NGO forum meeting on women, in women. It was the largest international women’s
meeting in history. More than 3000 cheering women met in a cinema hall in Beijing
suburb to hear Suu Kyi. Thousands more were turned away for lack of room (The
Statesman, September 1, 1995, p. 13).

Suu Kyi is a little Gandhi. In 1986-87, she was a fellow in the Indian Institute of
Advanced Study, Shimla. I was a fellow there for four years. I noticed how devoted
she was in Gandhian Studies and Gandhian way of life. At the outset I pay homage
to a Buddhist leader of the world who understood Gandhi deeply in her words and
deeds.

Let us now turn to Gandhi. On October 2, 1941, a book entitled TO THE
WOMEN was published. It was edited by Anand T. Hingorani, Upper Sind Colony,
Karachi (Sind). It contains nearly eighty articles written by Gandhi in Harijan and
Young India. The problems he discussed, inter alia, are as follows :

o Women in the Smritis, (Harijan, November 28, 1936)

o Regeneration of Women (February 20, 1918)

o Birth Control (Harijan, March 14, 1936 and March 21, 1936)

o Curse of Child Marriage (Young India, August 26, 1926)
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o Helpless Widows (Harijan, June 22, 1935)

o Our Fallen Sisters (Young India, September 15, 1921)

o Swaraj Through Women (Harijan, December 2, 1939)

o Women and Jewellery (Harijan, December 22, 1933)

o Women and Untouchability (Harijan, December 8, 1933; December 22, 1933;
January 19, 1934; December 29, 1933)

o Tear Down the Purdah (Young India, February 3, 1927)

o Economic Independence of Women (Harijan, June 8, 1940)

o Position of Women in Society (Harijan, June 8, 1940)

Gandhi’s articles published in Harijan and Young India throw light on every
aspect of a woman’s life.

Gandhiji acclaimed woman as ‘‘the mother, maker and silent leader of man.’’
She is ''the noblest of god’s creation.’’

On October 3, 1929 Gandhiji wrote in Young India :
Hindu culture has erred on the side of excessive subordination of the
wife to the husband, and has insisted on the complete mergen of the wife
in the husband. This has resulted in the husband sometimes usurping and
exercising authority that reduces him to the lebel of the brute.

In the same article Gandhiji suggested remedies for ill-treated women which was
growing in the country. He suggested :

A fresh outlook, a little original thinking is enough to dispel the grief
brought about by defective imagination ... She should be induced to
qualify herself for public service.

On 21 October 1926, Gandhiji, in response to a fair friend's question expressed his
views boldly in Young India. A fair friend asked him :

In Hinduism, devotion of wife to her husband and her complete mergen
in him is the highest aim, never mind whether the husband is a fiend or
an embodiment of love. If this be the correct conduct for a wife, may
she, in the teeth of opposition by her husband, undertake national
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service? Or, must she only go as far as the husband will permit her to
go?

In response Gandhi wrote :
My ideal of wife is Sita, and of a husband Rama. But Sita is not a slave
of Rama. Or, each was slave of the other. Rama is ever considerate to
Sita. Where there is true love, the question asked does not occur. Where
there is no true love the bond has never existed.

Gandhiji prescribes a radical remedy :
I think there was a way out. Mirabai has shown the way. The wife has a
perfect right to take her own decisions, and meekly brave the
consequences when she knows herself to be in the right and when her
resistance is for a nobler purpose.

In 17 October 1929 Gandhi wrote in Young India that he was ‘‘uncomproming in the
matter of Women’s rights.’’ He explained :

In my opinion, she should labour under no disability not suffered by
man. I shall treat the daughters and sisters on a footing of perfect
equality.

Gandhiji made these observation in response to a letter from a fair friend who
brought to the notice of Gandhiji the resolutions passed by a Women’s Conference of
Malabar Hill (Bombay). The correspondent raised some burning issues :

Why should women have either to beg or to fight in order to win back
their birth right? It is strange and also tragically comic to hear man born
of woman talk loftily of ‘the weaker sex’ and nobody promising ‘to give
us our due!’ What is this nonsense about ‘giving’? ... wherein are women
less important than that of men? Why should it not be equal?

Gandhiji believed that removal of inequalities will be a mere palliative. The root of
problem is deep-rooted. The basic evil is man’s greed of power, bust and fame.
Ownership of property gives this power. Gandhiji’s message in this context is written
in golden letters :

Let them know that millions of men have no property to transmit to
posterity. Let us learn from them that it is better for the few to have no
ancestral property at all. The real property, that a parent can transmit to
all equally is his or her character and educational facilities.

Shanti Niketan,

DEAR MAHATMAJI,
Power in all its forms is irrational,—it is like the horse that drags the carriage

blindfolded. The moral element in it is only represented in the man who drives the
horse. Passive resistance is a force which is not necessarily moral in itself; it can
be used against truth as well as for it. The danger inherent in all force grows
stronger when it is likely to gain success, for then it becomes temptation.

I know your teaching is to fight against evil by the help of the good. But such
a fight is for heroes and not for men led by impulses of the moment. Evil on one
side naturally begets evil on the other, injustice leading to violence and insult to
vengefulness. Unfortunately such a force has already been started, and either through
panic or through wrath our authorities have shown us the claws whose sure effect
is to drive some of us into the secret path of resentment and others into utter
demoralization. In this crisis you, as a great leader of men, have stood among us to
proclaim your faith in the ideal which you know to be that of India, the ideal which
is both against the cowardliness of hidden
revenge and the cowed submissiveness of
the terror-stricken. You have said, as Lord
Buddha has done in his time and for all
time to come,—

Akkodhena  jine   kodham, asadhum
sadhuna jine,—“Conquer anger by the
power of non-anger and evil by the power
of good.”

This power of good must prove its
truth and strength by its fearlessness, by
its refusal to accept any imposition which
depends for its success upon its power to
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produce frightfulness and is not ashamed to use its machines of destruction to
terrorize a population completely disarmed. We must know that moral conquest does
not consist in success, that failure does not deprive it of its dignity and worth. Those
who believe in spiritual life know that to stand against wrong which has
overwhelming material power behind it is victory itself,—it is the victory of the
active faith in the ideal in the teeth of evident defeat.

I have always felt, and said accordingly, that the great gift of freedom can
never come to a people through charity. We must win it before we can own it. And
India’s opportunity for winning it will come to her when she can prove that she is
morally superior to the people who rule her by their right of conquest. She must
willingly accept her penancc of suffering—the suffering which is the crown of the
great. Armed with her utter faith in goodness she must stand unabashed before the
arrogance that scoffs at the power of spirit.

And you have come to your motherland in the time of her need to remind her
of her mission, to lead her in the true path of conquest, to purge her present day
politics of its feebleness which imagines that it has gained its purpose when it struts
in the borrowed feathers of diplomatic dishonesty.

This is why I pray most fervently that nothing that tends to weaken our spiritual
freedom may intrude into your marching line, that martyrdom for the cause of truth
may never degenerate into fanaticism for mere verbal forms, descending into the
self-deception that hides itself behind sacred names.

With these few words for an introduction allow me to offer the following as
a poet’s contribution to your noble work :

I
Let me hold my head high in this faith that thou art our shelter, that all fear is mean
distrust of these.

Fear of man? But what man is there in this world, what king, King of kings,
who is thy rival, who has hold of me for all time and in all time and in all truth?

What power is there in this world to rob me of my freedom? For do not thy
arms reach the captive through the dungeon-walls, bringing unfettered release to the
soul?

And must I cling to this body in fear of death, as a miser to his barren treasure?
Has not this spirit of mine the eternal call to thy feast of everlasting life?

Let me know that all pain and death are shadows of the moment; that the dark

force which sweeps between me and thy truth is but the mist before the sunrise; that
thou alone art mine for ever and greater than all pride of strength that dares to mock
my manhood with its menace.

II
Give me the supreme courage of love, this is my prayer,—the courage to speak, to
do, to suffer at thy will, to leave all things or be left alone.

Give me the supreme faith of love, this is my prayer,—the faith of the life in
death, of the victory in defeat, of the power hidden in the frailness of beauty, of the
dignity of pain that accepts hurt, but disdains to return it.

Now is the opportune moment when a definite command from you will rouse the
Hindu community to make a desperate effort to win over Mohamedans to our
common cause. It is even more difficult of success than your fight against
untouchability, for there is a deep rooted antipathy against the Muslims in most of
our  people and they also have not much love for ourselves. But you know how to
move the hearts of those that are obdurate, and only you, I am sure, have the patient
love that can conquer the hatred that has accumulated for ages. I do not know how
to calculate political consequences but I believe that nothing can be too costly which
would enable us to win their confidence and convince them that we understand their
difficulties and their own point of view. However, it is not for me to advise you and
I shall fully rely upon your own judgment as to the course that should be taken. Only
one suggestion I must venture to make to you that you might ask the Hindu Maha
Sabha to make a conciliatory gesture towards the other party.

I have no doubt that you are gaining strength and inspiriting every moment
strength and hope around you.

DEAR MAHATMAJI,
I can realize the sanctity of the promise given by you to Kelappan, and

certainly nobody from outside can  presume to criticize any actions that you may
decide upon guided by your own direct revelation of truth. What I fear is that
following so close upon the tremendous impact made on our consciousness by the
recent fast a repetition of it may psychologically be too much for us properly to
evaluate and  effectively to utilise for the uplift of humanity. The mighty liberating
forces set in motion by your fast still continue  to operate and spread from village
to village, removing age-long iniquities, transforming the harshness of the callously
superstitious to a new feeling of sympathy for  the  distressed. Were I convinced that
the movement has suffered any abatement or in any way shows signs of lacunae, I
would welcome even the highest sacrifice which humanity today is capable of
making, the sacrifice of your life in penance for our sins. But all my experiences,
of the activities of the villages around us here, as well as of other localities, convince
me that the movement generated by your fast continue to gain in strength and
conquer formidable obstacles.

The testimony of my friends from all parts of India confirm this truth. It may
be that there are reactionary elements but it seems to me that we should allow them
time—the pressure of a growing public opinion is sure to win them over. Even as
to the Guruvayyur temple if my information is correct, excepting a few misguided
individuals, the majority of men is overwhelmingly on the side of reform. I pray and
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hope that the former will yet yield to sanity and constitutionally remove the legal
barriers which seem to stand in the way of reform. Should we take too seriously the
activities of some isolated groups of individuals and subject millions of our
countrymen to the extremist form of suffering while they themselves are
unquestionably on the side of truth? The influence which is at work may have a
check if anything happens to you. Should we risk that possibility now that we have
won? These are the thoughts which naturally rise in my mind and I was thinking of
putting them before Mahadev when your letter arrived. I shall continue to follow
events with my thoughts and prayers and fervently hope that those who now stand
in the way of truth will be converted to it.

DEAR GURUDEV,

I have read your press message regarding the Yeravda Pact, in so far as it applied
to Bengal. It caused me deep grief to find that you were misled by very deep affection
for me and by your confidence in my judgment into approving of a Pact which was
discovered to have done a grave injustice to Bengal. It is now no use my saying that
affection for me should not have affected your judgment out or that, confidence in my
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judgment ought not to have made you accept a Pact about which you had ample means
for coming to an independent judgment. Knowing as I do your very generous nature,
you could not have acted otherwise than you did and in spite of the discovery made by
you that you have committed a grave error you would continue to repeat such errors if
the occasions too were repeated.

But I am not at all convinced that there was any error made. As soon as the
agitation for an amendment of the Pact arose I applied my mind to it, discussed it with
friends who ought to know and I was satisfied that there was no injustice done to Bengal.
I corresponded with those who complained of injustice. But they too, including
Ramanand Babu, could not convince me of any injustice. Of course, our points of view
were different. In my opinion, the approach to the question was also wrong.

A Pact arrived at by mutual arrangement cannot possibly be altered by the
British Government except through the consent of the parties to the Pact. But no
serious attempt seems to have been made to secure any such agreement. Your
appearance, therefore, on the same platform as the complainants, I, for one,
welcome, in the hope that it could lead to a mutual discussion, instead of a futile
appeal to the British Government. If, therefore, you have, for your own part, studied
the subject and have arrived at the opinion that you have now pronounced, I would
like you to convene a meeting of the principal parties and convince them that a
grave injustice has been done to Bengal. If it can be proved, I have no doubt that
the Pact will be reconsidered and amended so as to undo the wrong, said to have
been done to Bengal. If I felt convinced that there was an error of judgment, so far
as Bengal was concerned, I would strain every nerve to see that the error was
rectified. You may know that up to now I have studiously refrained from saying
anything in public, in defence of the Pact save by way of reiterating my opinion,
accompanied by the statement that if injustice could be proved, redress would be
given. I am, therefore, entirely at your service.

Just now, I am absorbed in disbanding the Ashram and devising means of
saving as much as can be for public use. My service will, therefore, be available
after I am imprisoned which event may take place any day after the end of this
month. I hope you are keeping good health.
